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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

Today we celebrate the transfiguration of Jesus in the presence of Peter, John and James (Luke 9:28-36).  The intense religious experience that engulfed the three men is obviously hard to describe so that a careful reading of Matthew 17:1-8 and Mark 9:2-8, together with today’s gospel, will show differences in the words used and the event experienced.  Perhaps Luke’s mention that the disciples “were weighted down with sleep” (v.32), which suggests the event happened at night, gives us some understanding of what happened – an intimate experience of God in darkness (“in the night also my heart instructs me”, Ps. 16:7).
Daily Psalm: Psalm 91:1-2. 9-16:
“My refuge and my fortress, my God, in whom I trust.”
Daily Scripture Readings:
“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“

Luke 4:1-13:  worshipping and serving only the Lord our God, and not putting God to the test.
Tues:
Deuteronomy 26: 1-11:  recalling the way God led our forebears and celebrating the bounty, both physical and spiritual, with which God now blesses us.

Romans 10:8b-13:  rejoicing that there is no distinction in God’s purposes between Jew and non-Jew for the same Lord is Lord of all and is generous to all who call on him.
Thurs:
Luke 11:24-36:  studying and applying the teachings of Jesus in daily life, rather than looking for a sign from God.
Fri:
Luke 11:37-54:  cultivating a mindset which rejects greed and wickedness and which does justice and expresses the love of God.
Sat:
Luke 12:1-12:  knowing that gossip whispered behind closed doors will be proclaimed from the housetops to expose hypocrisy.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Belgium is in western Europe, bordering the North Sea between the Netherlands and France, with an area of 30,528 sq km (Tasmania has an area of 68,401 sq km).  It has a population of about 10.5 million people of whom 75% are Roman Catholic and 25% practice other faiths including Protestantism.





Luxembourg is a landlocked European state between Belgium in the west and Germany in the east.  It has an area of 2,586 sq km and a population of about ½ million people of whom 87% are Roman Catholic and the remainder includes Protestant, Jewish and Muslim faiths.





The Netherlands border the North Sea between Belgium and Germany.  Its area is 41,543 sq km and its population almost 17 million people of whom 30% are Roman Catholic, 11% Dutch Reformed, 6% Calvinist, 3% other Protestant, 5.8% Muslim, 2.2% other religions and 42% have no religious faith.
