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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

Today, the fourth Sunday in Easter, is traditionally called Good Shepherd Sunday, so our psalm today is Ps. 23.  John 10 begins with various statements about Jesus as shepherd, but our reading today, John 10:22-30, moves on to Jesus’ statement that “the Father and I are one.”  Jesus’ care for us, his shepherding, is the work of God.  This is not something we can prove by a mathematical formula, but only something experienced by faith.  As Ps. 23 reminds us, God does not protect us from the ills the flesh is heir to, but rather sustains our faith in every eventuality.

Djibouti is a small nation in East Africa at the southern end of the Red Sea with Eritrea to the north, Ethiopia to the west and Somalia to the south.  Its area is 23,200 sq km, about ⅓ of the size of Tasmania.  Its population is a little over ¾ million people of whom 94% are Muslim and 6% Christian.





Somalia is in East Africa bordering the Gulf of Aden and the Indian Ocean, with Ethiopia to the west and Kenya to the south.  It has an area of 637,337 sq km (New South Wales has an area of 800,642 sq km) and a population of about 10 million people whose religion is Sunni Muslim.
