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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

Our Gospel reading today, John 13:31-35, reminds us that the death of Jesus which Judas has gone to arrange will reveal the essential nature of both the Father and the Son as holy love.  It is a love which is not withdrawn because Jesus and his works are rejected as blasphemy.  This is the kind of love the disciples of Jesus have for one another and by which their discipleship is made known to the people in the places where they live and work.  This is not the kind of love which comes easily to us who prefer to love those with whom we agree or from whom we gain a benefit.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Eritrea has a 1151 km coastline on the western shore of the Red Sea with Sudan to the north and Djibouti to the south.  Its area is 117,600 sq km, about half the size of Victoria.  It has a troubled past with its western neighbour Ethiopia.  It has a population of about 6 million people whose religions are Muslim, Coptic Christian, Roman Catholic and Protestant, but the number of adherents to each faith is not known.





Ethiopia is a landlocked country in Eastern Africa with an area of 1,104,300 sq km, roughly the size of New South Wales and Victoria combined.  It has a population of almost 91 million people of whom 43.5% are Orthodox Christians, 33.9% Muslim, 18.6% Protestant, 2.6% traditional religions, 0.7% Catholic and 0.7% other faiths.
