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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

The belief that Jesus rose form the dead was contentious when Christians first spoke about it.  Paul was so convinced of its truth that he threw aside his precious Jewish faith as rubbish.  In his letters to the Corinthians, he argues strongly that this belief was confirmed by the experiences of many people who were still alive over twenty years after Jesus’ resurrection.  As we read his argument in 1 Corinthians 15 this week, it is good to ponder what he wrote so that our trust in Jesus’ resurrection, based on the testimony of eye witnesses, can be held with steadfast confidence .
Daily Psalm: Psalm 150:

“Praise the Lord for his mighty deeds.”

“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“

John 20:19-31:  joining the vast company of people who have not put their finger into the wounds in Jesus’ hands and yet believe that he rose from the dead.
Tues:
Acts 5: 27-32:  believing the reliability of the words of the apostles about Jesus’ resurrection and receiving the Holy Spirit as a response to our obedience to God.
Wed:
Revelation 5:11-14:  recalling with awe the faith of the martyrs of the early church who, believing in the effectiveness of Jesus’ sacrificial death, faced a violent death in hope and confidence.
Thurs:
1 Corinthians 15:1-19:  accepting the belief that Christ died for our sins, in accordance with the Scriptures, was buried and was raised on the third day, in accordance with the Scriptures.
Fri:
1 Corinthians 15:20-41:  encouraged by the depth of Paul’s faith which made him proclaim Jesus’ death and resurrection while putting himself in danger every hour.

1 Corinthians 15:42-58:  excelling in the work of the Lord because of the knowledge that in the Lord our labour is not in vain.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Brunei is a small wealthy country on the north-west shores of the island of Borneo.  It has an area of 5,765 sq km and a population of over 400,000 people.  The official religion is Islam, a faith followed by 67% of the population.  13% are Buddhist, 10% Christians and 10% follow other religions including indigenous beliefs.





Malaysia in south eastern Asia occupies a peninsula bordering Thailand and also the northern one-third of the island of Borneo.  It has a total area of 329,847 sq km (Victoria has an area of 227,416 sq km) and a population of almost 29 million people of whom 60.4% are Muslim, 19.2% Buddhist, 9.1% Christian, 6.3% Hindu, 2.6% follow Chinese religions including Confucianism and Taoism, 1.5% follow other or unknown religions and 0.8% have no religion.





Singapore consists of islands between the Malay Peninsula and Indonesia.  It has an area of 697 sq km and a population of over 4.7 million people of whom 42.5% are Buddhist, 14.9% Muslim, 8.5% Taoist, 4% Hindu, 4.8% Catholic, 9.8% other Christian denominations, 0.7% other faiths and 14.8% have no religious beliefs.
