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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

In this year C of the lectionary, the Old Testament readings after Pentecost are from the prophets.  This week we will begin reading from the early chapters of the book of Isaiah.  Careful reading of the whole book of Isaiah suggests that the first twelve chapters recall words and experiences of Isaiah in Jerusalem directed against his nation.  This prophet was a contemporary of Amos, Hosea and Micah.  Indeed, the words of Isaiah 2:2-4 are also included in Micah 4:1-3.  These prophets give us an understanding of God as the judge of the nations.
Daily Psalm: Psalm 104:24-34,35b:
“May my meditation be pleasing to God.”
Daily Scripture Readings:
“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“
Mon:
John 14:8-17:  thankful that the Spirit of truth, which was given to the apostles, abides in the Church which follows the Apostles’ teaching.
Tues:
Acts 2: 1-21:  remembering that those who first responded to Peter’s preaching were devout Jews from every nation under heaven living in Jerusalem.
Wed:
Romans 8:14-17:  receiving the spirit of adoption to become heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ if, in fact, we suffer with him.
Thurs:
Isaiah 1:1-9:  paying close attention to the prophet’s words about the way God’s chosen people had become utterly estranged from God.
Fri:
Isaiah 1:10-20:  recalling that following religious practices, no matter how demanding, is not enough of a response to God without doing good in daily life.

Isaiah 1:21-31:  supporting the courts of our land with constant prayer so that justice is done to each and to all.

DID YOU KNOW?





Kenya is situated in eastern Africa bordering the Indian Ocean between Somalia and Tanzania.  It has an area of 580,367 sq km, about 70% of the area of New South Wales.  It has a population of over 41 million people of whom 45% are Protestant, 33% Catholic, 10% Muslim, 10% follow indigenous beliefs and 2% have other faiths.





Tanzania is situated in eastern Africa bordering the Indian Ocean between Kenya and Mozambique.  Its total land area, including the islands of Mafia, Pemba and Zanzibar, is 885,800 sq km (New South Wales has an area of 800,642 sq km).  It has a population of about 43 million people.  On the mainland, the religious affiliations of the people are Christian 30%, Muslim 35%, Indigenous beliefs 35%.  On the island of Zanzibar the people are Muslims.
