Today is Pentecost Sunday, the day on which the Church celebrates the invigorating energy of the Holy Spirit in its worship, witness and service.  It is easy to forget that the crowd which gathered and which Peter addressed consisted of devout Jews from every nation under heaven who lived in Jerusalem (Acts 2:5).  We do not know why they had come to live in Jerusalem, but the expectation created by various prophets like Isaiah (2:1-4) of what God would do in Jerusalem could not have been unnoticed.  This crowd was expecting a divine encounter.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Malawi is a landlocked country in southern Africa with an area of 118,484 sq km, about half the size of Victoria.  Roughly one fifth of its area consists of the western half of Lake Nyasa, now Lake Malawi.  Zambia occupies the northern half of its western boundary and Mozambique the southern half.  It has a population of almost 16 million people, 79.9% of whom are Christian, 12.8% Muslim, 3% follow other religions and 4.3% have no religion.





Zambia is a landlocked country in southern Africa.  It has an area of 752,618 sq km (New South Wales has an area of 800,642 sq km).  It has a population of almost 14 million people of whom 50 – 75% are Christian, 24 – 49% Muslim and Hindu, and 1% follow indigenous beliefs.
