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It is a pity that in our tradition we do not mark Ascension Day with special services of worship.  For many centuries, the 40 days between Easter and Ascension Day has been a time when our Lord’s post-resurrection teaching of his disciples reinforced Christian learning, particularly for those baptised at Easter.  Nowadays we are more likely to think in terms of the 50 days between Easter and Pentecost.  This can easily diminish in our minds the recollection of that precious time when “he opened their minds to understand the Scriptures” (Luke 24:45).

Acts 1:12-17,21-26:  confident in the testimony about Jesus’ resurrection by those who had accompanied him from his baptism to his ascension.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Sudan became independent in 1956 and was situated south of Egypt on the middle reaches of the River Nile.  It included a coastline of 853 km on the western shores of the Red Sea.  Soon after civil war broke out and continued for decades.  Various peace deals led to a referendum in 2011 which favoured independence in South Sudan.  The exact boundary between Sudan and South Sudan is disputed and fighting still occurs from time to time.  The western province of Darfur has been a separate area of concern.  This means that, although there are two nations, Sudan and South Sudan, precise areas, populations and religious affiliations in those nations are not yet available.





The whole area of Sudan was 2,505,813 sq km, roughly the combined area of Queensland and New South Wales, and the total population over 45 million people, of whom 70% were Sunni Muslim, in the north, 5% Christian, in the south, and 25% follow indigenous beliefs.





Uganda is an eastern African country south of Sudan with an area of 241,038 sq km, a little larger than Victoria.  It has a population of about 34.6 million people of whom 41.9% are Roman Catholic, 42% Protestant, mostly Anglican, 12.1% Muslim, 3.1% follow other faiths and 0.9% have no religious beliefs.
