On this second Sunday after Pentecost our Gospel reading returns to Luke and will continue with this Evangelist until November.  Today’s reading reminds us not to think in stereotypes.  We meet a soldier who is a commander in the Roman Garrison at Capernaum.  He is not someone who despises the locals but loves them.  He does not scorn their religion but has built a synagogue for them.  He does not demand action from Jesus, but respects what he knows of Jewish sensibilities and asks some Jewish friends to make a polite request.  Day by day we can expect the best from people.

  “The Lord upholds the orphan and the widow.”

“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“

Luke 7:11-17:  careful to show compassion to widows as Jesus did to the widow of Nain.

Isaiah 5:1-13:  knowing that the prosperity of a nation rests upon the justice of its institutions and the righteousness of its people.

Isaiah 5:14-24:  avoiding the temptation of thinking that we can be all knowing in our relationships with God and with other people.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Lesotho is a landlocked country within South Africa.  It has an area of 30,355 sq km, less than half the size of Tasmania.  It has a population of almost two million people, 80% of whom are Christian and 20% follow indigenous beliefs.





Namibia is in southern Africa bordering on the South Atlantic Ocean between Angola and South Africa.  It has an area of 824,292 sq km, a little larger than New South Wales, and a population of just over 2 million people 89% to 90% of whom are Christian, predominantly Lutheran and 10% to 20% follow indigenous beliefs.





South Africa occupies the southern part of Africa.  It has an area of 1,219,090 sq km, larger than the combined size of New South Wales and Victoria.  It has a population of over 49 million people 11.1% of whom are Zion Christian, 8.2% Pentecostal/Charismatic, 7.1% Catholic, 6.8% Methodist, 6.7% Dutch Reformed, 3.8% Anglican, 1.5% Muslim, 36% other Christian denominations, 2.3% other faiths, 1.4% unspecified and 15.1% have no religious affiliations.





Swaziland is a landlocked country between South Africa and Mozambique.  It has an area of 17,364 sq km and a population of almost 1.4 million people, of whom 40% are Zionist (a blend of Christianity and indigenous ancestral worship), 20% Roman Catholic, 10% Muslim, and 30% which includes Anglican, Bahai, Methodist, Mormon and Jewish.
