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Today is Trinity Sunday.  The annual review of God’s mighty acts, which the Church Year undertakes, is complete.  From Advent to Pentecost we have thought again of all that God has done to reveal his ways with people.  We have been reminded of the things we are called to do in our daily life on earth.  Now we will begin a period of 26 weeks in the Church Year when the full dimensions of Christian discipleship can be lived out.  Through this time the witness of prophet and apostle will guide our walk on the Jesus Way.
Daily Psalm: Psalm 96:
“Worship the Lord in holy splendour.”
Daily Scripture Readings:
“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“
Mon:
Luke 7:1-10:  learning to put unconditional trust in the words of Scripture which speak with the authority of Jesus.
Tues:
1 Kings 18:20-39:  encountering the energy of God through the worship offered in the life of the congregation.
Wed:
Galatians 1:1-12:  accepting Paul’s assertion that the Gospel he proclaimed was not of human origin but was received by him through a revelation of Jesus Christ.
Thurs:
Isaiah 3:1-8:  acknowledging that the social structures that nations and communities use to keep good order among their people are part of God’s bounty available to human beings.
Fri:
Isaiah 3:9-17:  alert to the activities which corrupt trade and commerce, and encourage some people to be overbearing and proud.
Sat:
Isaiah 3:18-4:1:  saddened by the destructive futility of war, and by the unwillingness of people to seek alternate ways of settling disputes.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Botswana is a landlocked country in southern Africa, north of South Africa and west of Zimbabwe.  It has an area of 566,730 sq km, about 70% of the size of New South Wales.  It has a population of just over 2 million people of whom 71.6% are Christian, 6% Badimo, 1.4% follow other religions and 21% have no religious beliefs.





Zimbabwe is also a landlocked country in southern Africa between South Africa and Zambia.  It has an area of 390,757 sq kkm, about half the size of New South Wales.  It has a population of over 12 million people of whom 25% are Christian, 24% follow indigenous beliefs, 50% follow a syncretic faith which combines Christianity and indigenous beliefs and 1% are Muslim.
