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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

Today’s gospel reading (Luke 7:11-17) presents us with food for thought.  After Jesus had returned the dead son to his mother the people glorify God.  “God has looked favourably on his people,” they say.  For many centuries people who received healing and compassion from church agencies and individual Christians were likely to give thanks to God.  Today the need for healing and compassion has such an accepted place in our community because of years of Christian service, that people who receive such benefits are unlikely to give thanks to God.  Is this a concern for us?

  “Give ear to my words, O God.”

“Blessed are those who hear the word of God and obey it -“
Mon:
Luke 7:36-8:3:  always wanting to hear afresh Jesus’ words to a sinner – “your sins are forgiven” – and to know the gift of peace.
Tues:
1 Kings 21:1-21a:  hearing in the story of Naboth’s attachment to his vineyard the power that ancestral inheritance holds for people over the land that has been theirs. 
Wed:
Galatians 2:15-21:  realising the strength our faith in the Son of God has in shaping the life we now live in our human flesh.
Thurs:
Isaiah 5:25-30:  struggling with Isaiah’s picture of the wrath of God which unleashes the destructive power of the Assyrian army leaving the corpses of Israelites like refuse in the streets.
Fri:
Isaiah 6:1-8:  joining in the hymn of both Jew and Christian which worships the holiness of God which fills the whole earth with divine glory.
Sat:
Isaiah 6:9-13:  undertaking the daily self-examination of thoughts and actions so that the prophetic voice is heard, understood and brought into daily life.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Angola is in southern Africa, bordering the South Atlantic Ocean between Namibia and the Democratic Republic of the Congo.  It has an area of 1,246,700 sq km, roughly the equivalent of the area of New South Wales together with two Victorias.  Its population of over 13.3 million people predominantly follows indigenous beliefs (47%) while 38% are Roman Catholic and 15% Protestant.





Mozambique is in southeastern Africa bordering the waters between Africa and Madagascar between South Africa and Tanzania.  It has an area of 799,380 sq km almost the same size as New South Wales.  It has a population about the same size as Australia’s and the religious affiliation of its people are – 23.9% Catholic, 17.8% Muslim, 17.5% Zionist Christian, 17.8% other religions and 23.1% have no religious beliefs.
