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MOVING WITH GOD’S SPIRIT

Last Wednesday we met Epaphras who, like Jacob (Gen. 32:28), wrestled with God in prayer.  This Wednesday we learn that he is an excellent teacher of the grace of God because our new friends in Colossae have heard what he said, and understood it.  But there are some who have concerns about the powers of darkness (Colossians 1:13).  They apparently belong to a community where people live in dread of cosmic evil.  As we read Paul’s answers to their concerns over the next few weeks we will find answers to the points at which our Christian faith is stunted, like their’s was.

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DID YOU KNOW?





Colombia is in northern South America, bordering on the Caribbean Sea between Panama and Venezuela and bordering the North Pacific Ocean between Panama and Ecuador.  It has an area of 1,138,910 sq km, a little larger than the combined areas of Victoria and New South Wales.  It has a population of more than 44.7 million people of whom 90% are Roman Catholic and the remainder follow other religions.





Ecuador is on the west coast of South America at the Equator between Colombia and Peru.  It has an area of 283,561 sq km (Victoria’s area is 227,416 sq km).  It has a population of over 15 million people of whom 95% are Roman Catholic and the remainder follow other religions.





Venezuela is in northern South America bordering the Caribbean Sea between Colombia and Guyana.  It has an area of 912,050 sq km (New South Wales has an area of 800,642 sq km).  It has a population of more than 27.6 million people of whom 96% are Roman Catholic, 2% Protestant and 2% follow other religions.

What’s happening at Colossae?





Colossae was a town about 160 km east of Ephesus in the province of Asia, part of Turkey today.  Epaphras has brought news to Paul about the congregation there, some very good and some very worrying.  Paul knows that people respond to his good news of the grace of God against the background of their own life experiences.  He has had to respond to people who wanted to incorporate Jewish law and ritual into their Christian faith.





Epaphras seems to have reported that some in Colossae are wanting to blend their pagan beliefs about evil cosmic forces into their worship and lives as Christians.  Some seem to doubt Jesus’ power against the demon world.  Others want a very strict lifestyle to placate the demons.  Others wonder if Jesus was truly human or only spirit.





What does the banyan say?





The Jubilee Tree is on the road near the Victoria Park Bowls Club and the Hegvold Stadium.  It was planted as a symbol of the growth of the British Empire in the long reign of Queen Victoria.  The Empire’s branches spread across the world and its roots which grew from the branches took root in many places.  For us, as we look at the way the gospel has grown through the whole world, the Jubilee Tree reminds us that, in every place where the good news has taken root and borne fruit, different questions and attitudes had to be thought about and prayed through.  There have been many who have wrestled with God in prayer like Epaphras (Colossians 4:12).





The many roots and broad canopy of the Jubilee Tree remind us that, in the Church’s history and growth, a multitude of questions about God’s ways with people have been asked and answered.  Ask and you will be answered.  Include in your reflection Isaiah 40:12-31, where the writer begins to look at how God’s human agents, his servants, do his will on earth.
